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This is an “individual competition”.   Participatio n in this event is  
optional and will not affect the team point average . 
 
Required Equipment:  

�  Hearing and eye protection 
�  Handgun with one magazine and one round only 

(Revolvers permitted) 
�  Sub-gun with one magazine and one round only  

(sub-calibers only please) 
�  Shotgun with one slug round only 
�  Each weapon must be equipped with iron sights only 
 

Optional Equipment:   
�  Running shoes and short pants suitable for running 
�  Shooting mat  
�  Knee/elbow pads 
 

Course Rules:  
To qualify as a participant in this individual competition, you must be “registered” as a competitor or attendee in the SWAT Round-
Up International 2006 event.  Each participant is asked to assemble at 0630 hours in a classroom, located at the OCSO Range, to 
register for the event.  He/she will be assigned a competitor number and course rules will be described in detail.   The event is 
limited to 60 competitors and registration will be based upon first come, first served .   An opportunity for questions and 
answers will be provided.     
 
Prior to the start of the event, each competitor will have in front of his shooting position, at the 15-yard line, his required equipment.  
His shooting position will correspond with his competitor number. There will be three small bulls-eye type targets posted at each 
shooting position.  At start time, all competitors will be behind the start/finish line.  Each competitor will start the course traversing a 
myriad of obstacles and conditions likely to be found in a wooded environment.  The course will consist of paved portions, as well as 
loose, uneven terrain, and may be required to negotiate a water canal.  Portions of the course necessitate a low crawl. 
 
At the end of the first lap, each competitor will successfully identify his/her shooting position, don hearing and eye protection, index 
any of the three weapons he/she chooses, and shoot at one of the three targets posted at his shooting lane.  The shooter will 
ensure the weapon is in a safe condition before continuing with the remaining laps  (slide is to the rear, magazine removed, and 
safety on).  The competitor is not required to run the remaining laps wearing eye and hearing protection.  Securing this equipment 
next to the assigned firearms is permitted. 
 
The competitor will then complete the second lap, encountering same/similar obstacles, until he/she returns to his/her shooting 
position.  The competitor must don required hearing and eye protection, index the second weapon of choice, and shoot at one of the 
two remaining targets that have not yet been shot.  The shooter will ensure the weapon is in a safe condition before continuing with 
the remaining lap (slide is to the rear, magazine removed, and safety on).  The competitor is not required to run the remaining lap 
wearing eye and hearing protection.  Securing this equipment next to the assigned firearms is permitted. 
 
The competitor will then complete the third and final lap, encountering same/similar obstacles, until he/she returns to his/her 
shooting position.   The competitor must don required hearing and eye protection, index the third and final weapon of choice, and 
shoot the last remaining target that has not yet been shot.  The shooter will ensure the weapon is in a safe condition before 
continuing with the course.   

 
The competitor will resume the course to the finish line.  
Upon approaching the finish line, competitors are 
required to announce his/her competitor number to the 
timer/scorekeeper to assist them in securing the most 
accurate time/score possible. 
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“Individual” Event 

Thursday, November 8th, 2007 
Time:  0630 Hours 
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Competitors may shoot any of their assigned three weapons in the order of 
their choosing.  However, they may not shoot the same weapon twice.  A 
penalty of 30 seconds will be assessed for every concentric ring outside the 
x-ring center of the target.   Maximum penalty assessed for marksmanship 
is 3 minutes per target. 
 

 
The competitor may shoot any of the three targets in his/her shooting lane in any 
order that he/she chooses.  However, the competitor should not shoot at the same 
target twice.  If the same target is shot more than once, the shot closest to the x-ring 
center will be scored with the target not shot being scored as a missed target.   
 
The distance for each lap is approximately one (1) mile. 
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
